We are delighted to inform you that all Year 4 children in DSAT will be coming together for a special celebration event 
at Salisbury Cathedral on Wednesday 23rd October 2024. During September and early October, the children will be 
carrying out workshops in school, with a group called iSingPop, who will be teaching them a number of action songs 
that celebrate our unity, diversity and strength as a Trust.
